One of the latest innovations from
the DKM R&D department shown
to visitors was the surfacing of
Aluminium and Titanium with a
ceramic coating.

Titanium is suitable for loud-
speaker applications by virtue of
its high mechanical strength
combined with its low weight. By
means of a special coating
process DKM has succeeded for
the first time in deposing a thin
film of ceramic on to a Titanium
substrate. This has the effect of
increasing stiffness and improving
the internal damping.

The ceramic coating is much more
resistant against abrasion or
marks caused by handling than
pure Titanium. The extreme
hardness and strength increases
its suitability for tweeters and
makes it ideally suited for use in
compression drivers.
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
